Winemaking Notes:
Hand picked grape clusters were destemmed without
crushing, leaving the whole berries intact following a
three-day cold soak. This led to a quick fermentation
lasting 18 days before being pressed off into a
combination of new and older barrels.

Tasting Notes:
This elegant wine is a light crimson hue. On the nose,
it offers aromas of dark cherries, baking spice and
earthy tones. The palate is greeted with vibrant ripe
raspberries & cherries, complemented by smooth
delicate tannins and a moderate acidity that helps
balance the medium-bodied finish.
